Please note that minimum notice of a half term is required to terminate lessons. 
 
All lessons are rotated throughout the term so that students do not miss the same school lesson too often. 
 
For students learning from the start of the Autumn Term, the standard course of teaching is 30 lessons in a 
full school year. For students starting later in the school year, the charge will be reduced pro-rata according 
to the number of lessons remaining. The maximum group size is two students.
